Except as noted, the remediation of these properties uses Alt. # 3 – Out of Town Disposal which permanently removes the waste.

By removing the toxic waste completely from the properties eliminates the long term O&M costs that are a sticking point with the State of CT and property owners.  By removing “the most toxic” of the material from the “Group 3” properties (230/250/280/300 Ferry Blvd.), ongoing O&M costs should also be greatly reduced/minimized for these properties as well.   A Phase 2 Clean-up would be contingent upon the EPA obtaining additional adequate funds to remediate the remaining properties including OU-4 and OU-9.
