SaveStratford RST Proposal - Option #3


Our Third Proposal addresses the agencies insistence that materials be consolidated at the OU-4 site (Raybestos Ballfield).  Over the past several weeks, we have clearly emphasized to the agencies and all present at the RST meetings that the consolidation of large quantities of Toxic Raymark waste in residential neighborhoods is neither a good solution nor acceptable to the community.   4,000 people have clearly said they do not want consolidation of Toxic Raymark Waste in residential neighborhoods.  Additionally, the entire Stratford Town Council (by way of a unanimous resolution), CT State Legislature and Governor of CT have all agreed with SaveStratford that the best solution is to take as much of the Toxic Raymark Waste out of Stratford and dispose of it in a certified toxic waste disposal facility.  This is truly the best permanent solution to this problem and one that the community clearly wants.  

In the spirit of trying to find an acceptable solution to address a significant problem with completely inadequate funds, we would like to propose the following option for consideration.   Our proposal #3 addresses the “most hazardous” properties designated by the EPA.   This option also addresses several other properties that might not otherwise be addressed by the agencies due to funding constraints.   

First and foremost, in order to achieve community acceptance of any type of consolidation of Raymark waste in town, the EPA, DEP and their respective contractors must comply (in writing prior to, and in actual practice during the remediation work) with the following conditions:

1. Accept full and unlimited legal liability for the work they are performing in the Town of Stratford, CT.  In the event that there is an incident, accident or release of particulate matter (airborne or otherwise), both the agencies and their contractors will be held legally liable for any damages sustained by residents.  

2. A maximum of 19,000 Cubic Yards will be disposed of at the OU-4 site.  

a. Once this amount has been reached, no more waste will be deposited nor accepted (ever) and a permanent cap will be placed on the site in coordination with the Town of Stratford’s intent to permanently move the DPW and Animal Control Facilities from E. Main Street to the site.  (Attached are the signed statements from the residents who live in close proximity to the ballfield supporting the Town taking over the land and moving the DPW facilities).   

b. If the Town of Stratford chooses not to move the DPW/Animal Control facilities to the site, the agencies will not be allowed to bring additional waste to the site.  

c. A buffer zone of at least 50 feet between the residents’ property lines and work being done will also be required at the OU-4 site.  

3. The Agencies will remove at a minimum 18,000 Cubic Yards of Toxic Raymark Waste from Town for disposal at a certified landfill/toxic waste disposal facility.  If more “really toxic” hazardous waste is discovered at the block of Ferry Creek Properties (230, 250, 280 and 300 Ferry Creek Blvd.), then this waste will also have to be removed from town as well.    This minimum amount will rise accordingly in the event that there are additional future proposals or negotiations that involve higher amounts of consolidation at any location in town.  

4. Dredge spoils from the Housatonic River or Ferry Creek will not be included nor accepted at the OU-4 site.

5. The following Design Standards will be used at the Consolidation site:

a. The agencies and their contractors will use the “negative pressure” tents at both the excavation and disposal sites for the entire duration of the remediation project.

b. A Double Liner will be used at the Consolidation site

c. A Double Leachate Collection and Removal System will be installed and used at the Consolidation site

d. A leak detection system will be installed at the Consolidation site

e. Run On/Run Off Protection systems will also be put in place at the Consolidation site

6. Access/Egress to the OU-4 site will be through the Contract Plating property – thereby reducing the truck traffic through or near adjacent to the residential neighborhoods.   The Contract Plating Property is only for access/egress and not for staging, consolidation, or temporary storage
7. The remediation operations must be concluded within 2 years or less.

8. Real Time air sampling/monitoring devices will be in place and operational 24 hours a day/7 days a week during remediation.  Testing will be done at least 3 times a day and results will be posted on the Town of Stratford’s public website within 48 hours (or less) of testing results.  Failure to comply, will result in operations being shut down and a monetary fine (to the maximum allowed by law) imposed on the contractor.  If there is no maximum fine allowed by law, the fine will be determined by the Stratford Town Council prior to work being commenced. 

9. The agencies will use local Contractors (based in CT) for the work being performed rather than the national contractors as this will help the local/state economy.

10. Follow all of the “best practices” and procedures outlined in the EPA’s PowerPoint slide show dated 11/17/08.

In addition, the Town of Stratford will be responsible for the following:

1. The Town of Stratford will exempt all properties (and their respective owners) situated within 300 feet of the remediation and consolidation sites from payment of annual property taxes for a 5 year period or from commencement to finish of the remediation work, whichever is shorter.  

2. The Town of Stratford will also reduce the mill rates of all other surrounding properties (within 1,000 yards of the remediation and consolidation sites) by 50% for a 5 year period or from commencement to finish of the remediation work, whichever is shorter.  

3. The Town of Stratford’s Health department will provide and assume all costs associated with health screening, blood tests, and other diagnostic health tests requested by any and all families who live within one quarter mile of the remediation and consolidation sites on an annual basis.  If the Town of Stratford Health Dept. is unable to assume to the costs of these tests for families, then the State of CT Dept. of Health will assume the costs.  

We also include $50,000 for the distribution of sub-slab ventilation systems to the 5 homes that currently do not have them and now have new owners as determined by the Town.   We also strongly urge the EPA to obtain funding and commence the study of the OU-2 toxic ground water plume – as this was identified as “the most hazardous exposure/problem” facing the community.

Finally, we would like to point out that it may behoove the agencies to revisit 17+ remaining residential properties that tested positive for Raymark waste (from the original OU-1 Clean-up and per Andrea Boissevan’s comments at the last meeting) and consider remediation of these properties with any remaining funds as well.  

Phase 2 of our proposal deals with the remaining Ferry Creek properties, Ferry Creek (OU-3), OU-7, OU-8 as well as the Short Beach Landfill.  Given that there are high concentrations of toxic waste found along numerous Ferry Creek properties, Lockwood Ave. and the Creek itself, this waste should be removed entirely from town and placed in a facility that is designed to handle this material.  Appropriate funds should also be allocated to address the study and remediation of the toxic plume (OU-2) as well as the final closure of the Short Beach dumpsite (OU-9).  

Once again, we urge both the EPA and State DEP to find a way to take as much of the Toxic Raymark waste out of town as possible.  Only then will this problem truly be solved.  A copy of this and all other proposals put forth during the RST meetings will be posted on the SaveStratford website for public review.
