SaveStratford.org RST Proposal 5


Our Fifth, best and final proposal allows a Maximum of 25,000 CY of Toxic Raymark Waste to be consolidated at the Ballfield (OU-4) subject to the terms and conditions outlined in Proposal #3.  This is the maximum amount that residents are agreeable to placing at the Ballfield or anywhere else in Stratford for that matter.   We would like to take this opportunity to once again remind both the EPA and State DEP that an overwhelming majority of people here in Stratford are opposed to the “consolidation” of Toxic Raymark waste as proposed by the agencies.  In addition to the 4,000 people who signed our petitions, the Stratford Town Council unanimously sponsored and approved a resolution supporting SaveStratford and calling upon the agencies to remove more of the Toxic Raymark Waste from town.  Finally, the Governor and CT General Assembly agree with SaveStratford that dumping large quantities of this material in residential neighborhoods is neither a good solution to fix this serious problem nor acceptable to the community.  

Proposal # 5 also includes $50,000 for the distribution of sub-slab ventilation systems to the 5 homes that currently do not have them and now have new owners as determined by the Town, but does not include funding for the commencement of the Feasibility Study of the OU-2 Groundwater problem.  We are dismayed by the non-committal attitude displayed by the agencies regarding the OU-2 toxic plume which has been deemed (by them) as “the most significant problem” in Stratford.   The addition of a significant amount of waste (without any of the design standards that the EPA and DEP normally use for containment) directly behind and uphill from the OU-1 site will put additional pressure on and add to the existing toxic plume that is threatening the very neighborhood that the agencies are trying to remediate.  We strongly urge the agencies to move quickly to address this problem by starting a Feasibility Study on the Groundwater plume within the next year.

Once again, Phase 2 of our proposal deals with the remaining Ferry Creek properties, Ferry Creek as well as the Short Beach Landfill.  Given that there are high concentrations of toxic waste found in the block of Ferry Creek properties, Lockwood Ave. and the Creek itself, this waste should be removed entirely from town and placed in a facility that is designed to handle this material.  Appropriate funds should also be allocated to address the remediation of the toxic plume (OU-2) as well as the final closure of the Short Beach dumpsite (OU-9).  

In summary, SaveStratford.org has now presented five different proposals to the agencies, including three that involve some consolidation.  We are extremely disappointed that the agencies have not presented any creative viable alternatives over the past three months (other than presenting an option for large scale consolidation of toxic Raymark Waste in town).  Removing only 10,000 cubic yards of Toxic Raymark Waste from town is, frankly, inadequate and not acceptable given the magnitude of the Raymark problem in Stratford.  We strongly urge the agencies to make more of an effort to take more waste out of town and put it where it belongs – in a certified toxic waste disposal facility.
